Pathway Progression for Indoor Bowlers with a Disability
Progression in the sport of Indoor Bowls will take place in consultation with the Coaching team.  As bowlers progress in their training and reach the required milestones for entry into 
a Special Olympic Regional or National competition, bowlers will undertake a skill assessment to determine their classification level.  The classification level is based on their physical ability and their understanding of the sport, its rules and tactics.
The training requirements for entry into any Special Olympic event is as follows:-
Special Olympic Regional Competition.
Twentysix weeks training is required, prior to entry into a Special Olympic Regional Competition.  An athlete may enter only one event as a guest, prior to membership registration being completed.  Athletes must undertake at least one skill assessment in the three months prior to the event.
Special Olympic National Competition.
Another twentysix weeks of training should be completed prior to a National Competition.
Athletes must have been registered with a SAM number prior to entry.  Athletes must undertake at least two skill assessments in the six months prior to the event.
Classifications Levels for Special Olympic, range from L4 (lowest) to L1 (highest)
Bowlers will progress through the classifications as and when their Skill Assessment scores and their understanding of the sport increases.
Classification levels for Welsh Championship, will be L3 (lowest) to L1 (highest). Athletes must undertake at least one skill assessment in the three months prior to the event.
Classification levels for the International Series, will be L3 (lowest) to L1 (highest). Athletes must undertake at least two skill assessments in the six months prior to the event.
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
